PROMOTION OF LITERACY AND HOW PARENTS 

CAN HELP  

 One of the key goals of our Annual Implementation Plan is the 

school wide promotion of literacy.  There is over twenty yearôs 

research that supports the importance of this goal.  This research 

tells us that: 

* The average high achieving students read three times as  

   much as their lower achieving peers; 

* The more independent reading achieved by the student the  

   higher the rate of teacher effectiveness. 

*Almost all variance in test scores is accounted for by  

  reading  ability and general knowledge of the world. 

As a parent, you can support your child by encouraging them to 

spend more time reading, discussing their reading with them, 

sharing thoughts about your own reading with your child and 

encouraging them to be aware of world events and issues by 

watching documentaries, reading the newspaper, watching the 

news and current affairs programs and discussing these with 

your child afterwards. 

Each student should be selecting reading that they enjoy and 

find accessible and aim to read for approximately an hour each 

night.  This will help to ensure they achieve greater success.

TARGET 4,000 litres 

Since I last wrote you in this newsletter, we have installed a 

datalogger on our water meter which enables us to measure our 

daily consumption of water. This allows us to detect water leaks 

as well as monitor consumption and to set targets. Last year 

between May and August our average water consumption was 

5,646 litres per day. As a result of our low flow taps, timed taps 

in student toilets and waterless urinals across the school, we 

have decreased our average water consumption to 4,288 litres 

per day. This is a fantastic result. It would be great to see this 

amount below 4,000 litres. So please think about your water 

consumption and do everything you can to minimise it.
