Swine Flu 

I would like to thank all members of our College community for 

the calm and responsible way in which you 

have responded to the H1N1 epidemic.  We are 

now in the 'Protect' phase which means that 

there is no longer any routine testing making it 

hard to be certain as to what is going on.  

However, in the last three weeks of the term we had large 

numbers of both staff and students who were away ill, 

thankfully nothing serious and generally reasonably mild.  It is 

unlikely that this situation will go away quickly and I encourage 

all families to maintain good hygiene and to err on the side of 

caution by keeping students at home if they have signs of a flu 

like virus. 

Uniform and the Education and Policy Subcommittee of 

College Council 

I have been overwhelmed by the strong support from parents to 

the email I sent out at the beginning of the school holidays, the 

students have returned to school much improved in their 

appearance.  Thank you for this as it means that staff can 

concentrate their efforts on the teaching and learning aspects of 

the school program. 

The main points of the email were that a number of students had 

not been complying with the College Uniform Policy. 

Of particular concern were the number of students wearing 

'hoodie' tops under their school jumpers.  This is NOT 

acceptable and the students have been warned that from the 

beginning of Term 3 all staff will adopt a zero tolerance 

approach to the wearing of none uniform items.  This will mean 

that these tops, non white T-shirts, non uniform jackets, non 

compliant hats and scarves will all be confiscated and only 

returned to parents. 

 There are also major concerns with students wearing non 

leather school shoes as is required and parents are requested to 

ensure that their child has compliant footwear.  This is an 

important Occupational Health and Safety issue with our 

students going into the Technology and Science areas where non 

leather shoes do not provide adequate protection. 

 For girls wearing T-Bar shoes, these must be done up at all 

times as they pose a serious trip hazard when they are loose.  If 

students continue to not comply with this policy, the College 

Council, Education and Policy subcommittee have determined 

that these will no longer be acceptable and all students will be 

required to wear lace up leather shoes.  I would encourage you 

to discuss this with your daughters as the decision will 

ultimately rest with whether or not they are able to wear the T-

Bar shoes correctly. 

 Please also take note of the guidelines for makeup and 

jewellery.  From 2010, facial jewellery will not be acceptable 

and students will be required to remove this at school. 

 Of particular note is that this Uniform Policy applies to students 

both travelling to and from school, as well as when they are at 

school.
