Whilst we can hope that the current rainfall continues, we will 

also need to look at how we schedule our camps and activities in 

Term 1 next year, by delaying them until Term 2 or the last week 

of Term 1.  You will be notified of all changes to dates. 

This week is the week that we conduct our annual Parent Opinion 

Survey.  This is very important to us as a school as it helps us to 

identify the areas where our parents believe we are performing 

well and the areas where there needs to be improvement.  Based 

on the data received from last yearôs survey results we have been 

working to improve our communication with parents and 

improve our use of Daymap.  Following Departmental guidelines 

we are required to generate a random sample of parents to 

complete the survey and there is a very short timeline for this.  If 

you are in receipt of a survey, I would really appreciate you 

taking the time to complete this and return it to the College.   

As we enter a period of self evaluation and preparation for the 

development of our next four year strategic plan, we will be 

asking parents to participate in focus groups to help us to set our 

targets for the next four years.  I hope that you will consider 

being part of this during Term 4. 

Congratulations to John Vernadakis on being the successful 

applicant to take up the position of Leading Teacher, Head of 

Senior Sub School. I was very pleased to see that we had both 

strong interest and a very talented group of applicants who all 

demonstrated a strong commitment to the College.   

 

 

 

 

This is particularly pleasing as we move into the Self Evaluation 

process and the development of the new Strategic Plan where 

whole school leadership will play an  

important role in all positions. This also  

means that we have farewelled Jess  

Bainbridge and Katie Montinaro, who have  

left for a short term to have their babies.  I wish them both a safe 

delivery and hope that they enjoy the many years ahead as 

parents. 

It is with great concern that I also write to you about the long 

term illness of Andrea Leonard.  Andrea is one of the key 

Leading Teachers in the school and a senior teacher and her 

illness has left a large hole.  I have been able to effectively cover 

her classes with staff who have willingly stepped in to help to 

ensure that there is stability and expertise covering these classes 

and I thank all of them for doing this at such short notice.  Our 

thoughts are with Andrea and we look forward to her return in 

Term 4 fit and well again. 

We have had strong input from staff into the development of the 

plans for the various building projects.  We will continue to meet 

and ask for input as these are redrafted to ensure that what we 

build does meet with the needs of the school.  However, we do 

need to understand that there is a strict formula in terms of how 

much space we are allowed as instructional space and as staff 

space.  These will be a huge lift for the whole school and we 

await the beginning of the building in the very near future. 

You will also notice that the sign purchased by John Keysers will 

be erected over the next week.  This will enable us to publicly 

celebrate the successes of our students and keep you all up to 

date with coming events. 

We have recently received the midyear VCE results  

and there are some very good results achieved by the  

students overall.  The next few weeks as both staff  

and parents will be important to ensure that not  

only are we ensuring that we have high  

expectations of the students but that they also feel  

supported at a time when they can become very  

stressed as they prepare for their coming examinations. 

All the course selection booklets have been distributed as have 

the VTAC application data.

On Monday 24th August, Rebecca Jackson, Michelle Roberts and 

Callum Harper spent the day at Parkdale Secondary College 

discussing traffic safety 

issues through 

workshops with a 

number of Secondary 

students from ten 

selected Government 

and Private Secondary 

Colleges from Bayside, 

Frankston and 

Mornington Peninsula 

regions. 

Earlier this year, the MESC students had presented a traffic 

safety workshop Traffic Safety Education Conference held at the 

William Angliss Institute in front of a large audience of adults, 

including many members of traffic safety organizations and were 

invited to do a repeat presentation of this workshop to an 

audience of Parkdale Secondary College students.    

At Parkdale, Rebecca, Michelle and Callum presented their 

workshop to a select group of year 10 and year 11 classes. This 

involved interaction with the students to highlight the effects of 

distractions when driving and calculating reaction times when 

braking.  

Their presentation included a demonstration of reaction times and 

an online computer test that actively displayed how reactive a 

person is to distractions and incidences on the road, which the 

Parkdale students then took part in. This part of the program went 

off very successfully and the Mount Eliza students were 

personally thanked by the Principal, Mr. Greg McMahon, the 

staff and the students for the excellent job they did in running 

these workshops. 

 

In the afternoon, Rebecca, Michelle and Callum, along with the 

invited students from the other Colleges, participated in an open 

forum with The Honourable Minister Tim Holding who 

concurrently holds the portfolios of Transport, Finance and Water 

in the State Government of Victoria.
