We 

donôt have a uniform in Germany, so we donôt understand why it 

is so important to wear certain shoes or particular coloured socks.  

But there is also more freedom here in other ways.   

What were the highlights of your visit here in Australia? 

Our English has improved and thatôs important for us.  We very 

much like the city of Melbourne, the beach at Flinders, 

Queensland with my homestay family (Benedikt) and the trip to 

Central Australia with the school.  That was fantastic.  I (Jonas) 

made a lot of friends and really enjoyed everything we did.   

We had a great time in Australia and at the school, so we will be 

telling everyone about it when we return to Germany.
